Creating New Educational Pathways

One of the most exciting outcomes of the DigiTay project is the creation of new educational pathways into the digital
economy. To achieve this, Digitay has established an FEHE working group with representatives from Abertay University,
Dundee and Angus College, Fife College, Perth College UHI, University of Dundee, and the University of St. Andrews.
DigiTay has committed to investing £460,000 of Phase 1 funding into curriculum development. This investment has
enabled colleges and universities to develop new courses, upskill their staff, and support the regional technology
ecosystem. This initiative is set to revolutionise the educational landscape, providing students with cutting-edge skills and
knowledge to thrive in the digital world.
